Promotion of global/development education in Romania

From 8-9 July 2010 the national seminar to promote global/development education in

Romania will take place in Bucharest.

The purpose of the meeting is to bring together key Romanian stakeholders in the field and
raise awareness on development education among governmental and non-governmental
actors. It will be an opportunity to exchange information, good practice and to explore
possibilities of cooperation among relevant stakeholders in development education by
presenting the European context on development education and how it can be reflected at
the national level.

institutions in supporting global development education in the new member states of the EU.
